· recommend one research-based or evidence-based strategy/intervention that you would use to address social/emotional/behavior skills need that you have described, and explain why this strategy/intervention would be appropriate.

Be sure to use evidence from all exhibits in your response.

Exhibit 1:
Student Z is a fifteen-year-old ninth grade student who is classified with a learning disability in ELA and math and diagnosed with attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD). He attends a general education program with 15:1 Special Class for English, Math, and Social Studies, and Integrated Co-Teaching Science. 

The Committee on Special Education (CSE) recently met to review and discuss the results of Student Z’s Reevaluation Information (see Exhibit 2: “IEP Excerpt and updated assessment data”), and teacher observations of student work (see Exhibit 3: “Teacher Observations” of student work).
During the meeting the committee discussed Student Z’s academic history, present levels of performance, and current social/emotional/behavior issues. Student Z’s teachers noticed his difficulty in completing work independently. He seems to put forth minimal effort. His updated Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children (WISC-V) indicates an uneven pattern of scores, with average fluid reasoning skills and very low verbal comprehension skills. Student Z struggled with telling how two concepts were alike and with defining words but was successful on tasks that required him to solve two-dimensional patterns, sequences, or math-related tasks. Student Z’s working memory and processing speed were within normal limits, with no concerns noted. Student Z’s verbal comprehension skills will impact and slow his progress in the classroom, which is traditionally highly verbal. Student Z’s average fluid reasoning skills will help him be successful in a hands-on career, such as construction.

Reading:
In English class, Student Z’s grades have fluctuated between a 69 and a 74 for quarters 1 and 2. His current average is a 74 for quarter 3. His teachers state that he is cooperative and completes class assignments. Student Z volunteers to answer questions and is able to copy notes from the smart board. Student Z needs to slow down and needs more preparation and review before quizzes and tests. Student Z is often late to class but has been improving lately. He needs reminders to stay on task. His organization is a weakness and keeping his binder in class helps.
Writing:
According to his global history teacher, Student Z does little to no work most days and seems to have below average ability for class. Student Z can write a paragraph and can answer short answer questions accurately. Student Z has had many absences/discipline issues that have led to many gaps in his learning therefore he will most likely fail the course for the year. Student Z does not take advantage of help provided in class or after school. Student Z needs to improve his handwriting so it is more legible.
Mathematics:
According to Student Z’s math teacher, Student Z has very limited math skills plus puts forth minimal effort. He requires 1:1 support to complete all tasks. His teacher reports that he will work 1:1 with her but most of the work is hand over hand. Student Z has limited ability, effort and motivation in class. He does not pay attention to instruction, does not take notes, and then says he can’t do the work. Overall, Student Z is passing with an average of 69% year to date. All of his math work has been modified for him and his math teacher works 1:1 to make up missing work. Student Z has stayed a few times but only because his teacher has called home and requested he stay after.
Career/Vocational/Transition:

During a transition interview, Student Z stated that his favorite class was math, construction, and science. Student Z is not a member of any clubsat school. Student Z enjoys hanging out with his friends. Student Z expressed interest in working in construction some day. He plans on getting a job in construction right after he graduates high school. He wants to either live at home or get his own place after high school. He prefers jobs that are outdoors, involve working with other people, slow paced, and are quiet.

	Student strengths, preferences, interests: 

Student Z is cooperative in class and will complete class assignments.
He can write a paragraph and answer short answer questions accurately
Student Z’s fluid reasoning skills are an area of strength. He is able to problem solve with new visual information, and is flexible in his approach to solving problems.

Student Z needs to prepare more for quizzes and tests.
He needs to be on time for class

He needs frequent reminders to stay on task

Student Z’s below average verbal comprehension skills will impact his rate of progress in the classroom, as typical classrooms involve a high level of reading and writing. Student Z’s attention problems impact how long he can sustain attention without prompts.

	Social Development

Student Z is a cooperative and polite young man. Most of the time his behavior is appropriate but some days he is on his computer or phone. Student Z is very quiet and gets along well with peers.
Student Z is cooperative in attending and participating in group counseling. He has made some better choices for himself this year. He does continue to allow himself to be impacted by some of his peers that are not making good choices.
Student Z’s social and emotional development was evaluated by teacher-based behavior rating. The Behavior Assessment System for Children, Third Edition was used. Results indicate that Student Z presents in the classroom with moderately concerning depressive symptoms, withdrawal, and low adaptability. Behaviors consistent with learning disabilities and attention deficit were noted.

	Student strengths: 

Student Z is well-liked by his peers and teachers.
He demonstrates caring and thoughtful comments in group counseling.

Student Z enjoys working with his hands.

· Student Z requires 1:1 support to complete all tasks. He requires frequent prompts to maintain focus and individual prompts to follow directions. Presetting Student Z would help him stay with the class instead of always falling behind and trying to catch up. Student Z requires pre-teaching of all subject concepts in addition to a lot of repetition to retain math concepts.

Exhibit 3: Teacher Observation
	Teacher Observation

Student Z was in math class when the observation took place. The teacher was reviewing information about 2-step equations. At their seat’s students had a sheet with 5 problems. The first problem was the same one the teacher was demonstrating. Student Z was reminded to take out a pen or pencil to work along with the class. He searched through his materials and a peer gave him a pencil. The teacher articulated one step at a time; students wrote it on their papers. The teacher then went to Step 2. Student Z was holding his phone under the table and appeared to be texting. The teacher then said to the class, “It is your turn now. Do the next problem going across the page.” Student Z did nothing. As the teacher moved around the room, she stopped at Student Z’s space. He did not know what he was supposed to be doing. The teacher repeated the directions to him and showed him the correct problem to work on. Student Z picked up the pencil, looked at the paper and started talking with a peer. When the teacher came back, Student Z had done no additional work. The teacher remained and prompted him through the problem. He was able to do calculations correctly. He needed support completing the 2-step process. The teacher helped him to complete the problem. The remainder of the sheet was assigned for homework. When the class was over Student Z left his paper on the desk and walked out. 
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
